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I Background information

One of the more fascinating aspects of East Asian language studies is a comparison of the Chinese and Japanese
writing, Although the grammatical structures of the spoken languages in China and Japan are fundamentally different,
both countries use writing systems based on Chinese characters. Today, basically three different kinds of characters
are used in Japan—the Kanji F (Chinese characters) plus two sets of syllabic script (Kana {R%): Hiragana FAR
£ and Katakana TR A.

Chinese characters were introduced in Japan since the fourth century AD because Japan had no writing system
of its own. Initially, classical Chinese was used for written expression in Japan. Later a process began to use Chinese
characters for transliteration of Japanese sounds based on the pronunciation of the character, irrespective of its
meaning, The Chinese characters used for transliteration were gradually simplified, eventually resulting in the creation
of Hiragana and Katakana. The 48 Hiragana (plus variations) were developed from the fifth century on and initially
used mostly by women who were not allowed access to the same levels of education as men. For this reason
Hiragana are also called “onnade” ZF, “women’s writing”, and today they are used for words which are not Kanji,
including particles, suffixes, inflected verb and adjective endings, among others. The 48 Katakana (plus variations)
were developed in the early Heian & period (794—1185) as a form of shorthand, and today they are used for
non-Japanese loanwords, especially foreign names in transliteration, and others. Kanji are used today to write nouns,
verb stems, and adjective stems.

In November 1946, Japan’s Ministry of Education formally limited the number of Kanji approved for official
use to the 1850 Toy6 Kanji 2 FIZEF. In October 1981, the government replaced that list with the 1945 J6y6 Kanji
EREF which consist of the 1850 Toyd Kanji plus 95 additional Kanj.

Many major dictionaties like Andrew N. Nelson’s Japanese-English Character Dictionary B #7525 BHEE,
published in Tokyo in 1962, organise the Kanjis according to the 214 Radicals (bushu EBE), a classification system
which was developed in China towards the end of the Ming Dynasty (1368—1644) for traditional Chinese characters.
A table of the 214 Radicals is shown on page 15.
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While the majority of the Kanji used in today’s Japan are similar to the traditional Chinese characters, some
Kanji were simplified. Among these, most resemble the simplified characters used in the People’s Republic of China
(PRC). A few Kanji used in modern Japan have no Chinese equivalent but were created in Japan; these homegrown
Kanji are called Kokuji B3 (“native script”). A comparative table of J6y6 Kanji which were simplified in a manner
unique for Japan and therefore are different from traditional Chinese characters and simplified Chinese characters as
used in the PRC is shown at the end of this file (p. 17-18).

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B KANA VARIATIONS

There are some variations with altered Kana. The most important of them are known as dakuten R () and
handakuten & &R (*) which change the initial sound. Besides, scaled-down versions of certain Kana exist. They
are Kana written in smaller case and include Yéon digraphs #1 & for a palatalized sound/diphthong, Chéonpu &
fF for a longer vowel, and Sokuon {8F involving the use of the scaled-down Kana “tsu” (2 /¥) for doubling of

the following consonant.

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I Simplification and modification of Chinese characters in Japan

Most Japanese Kanji are identical with their equivalent traditional Chinese character, while some are similar to
simplified Chinese characters used in the People’s Republic of China (PRC). Generally speaking, the 1945 Joyo Kanji
EREF can be subdivided into four kinds of characters. The majority of Kanjis [A] are identical with traditional
Chinese characters (1662 Kanjis); [B] are identical with simplified Chinese characters as used in the PRC (75 Kanjis);
[C] were simplified/modified in a unique Japanese fashion based on Chinese characters (201 Kanjis); and [D] are
Kokuji B % (“native script”) which were made in Japan and not inherited from China (7 Kanjis). The following list
shows only the minority of 283 Kanjis which belong to the categories B, C, and D; i. e. Kanjis which are different
from traditional Chinese characters. The character in brackets under category B is the traditional form of the
simplified Chinese character.
